    Dave was just falling off to sleep when his wife nudged him and said that 

the telephone was ringing. “At this hour it is probably for him,” she said, closing her eyes. Dave rolled 
out of bed and trundled downstairs. When he returned, seeing his wife was soundly asleep. He woke 
her up ñIt wasnôt for me, after all.” He said. She crawled out of bed and pulled on her robe, when Dave 
added, “It was a wrong number.” Just imagine how upset his wife was. 
 Jealousy is one of the most pervasive and destructive vices. It prevents us from experiencing 
joy, hope and love but anger and hatred. We tend to compare and even compete with other people. 
Jealousy is the issue in the Gospel today. It arises as a result of God’s unlimited generosity. The 
labourers who had worked in the vineyard from the early morning were the Israelites, the descendants 
of Abraham and Isaac. Those who worked for the final hour were the latecomers, the non Jews of 
Gentiles now being accepted into the Church. Matthew describes the problem that the Church is 
facing because the Jewish Christians found it hard to accept the Gentiles who will receive the rewards 
same as what they expected to get. So Matthew tells this story of God’s incredible generosity. The 
master gives the same reward to the latest workers as he gives to those who had worked all day but 
happy with their agreed payment in the beginning. This made them feel very jealous and angry. “They 
took it, but grumbled at the landowner.” Matthew reminds his readers that they should not limit God’s 
generosity and determine who are deserving of it. “Have I no right to do what I like with my own? Why 
be envious because I am generous.” 
 Let us pray that we will rejoice and be content with what we have and will not waste our time and 
energy in comparing ourselves with others. May we rejoice with others’ good fortune instead of being 
jealous of them.

Feasts of the Week  
23 September - St Pius of Pietrelcina, priest. Memorial. 
Born on 25 May 1887 in Pietrelcina (Italy). Died on this day in 1968 at San Giovanni Rotondo (Italy). Raised 
in a deeply religious rural home, Francesco Forgione became Padre Pio when he was ordained in the 
Capuchin order in 1910. A mystic who received the marks of the stigmata in 1918, a renowned holy man, 
and a charity worker who founded a hospital (the House for the Relief of Suffering). His ascetic life of pain 
led to special compassion for the suffering. Remembered as an extraordinary confessor and spiritual 
director. 

27 September - St Vincent de Paul, priest. Memorial. 
Born in Gascony (France) in 1581. Died in Paris on this day in 1660. A parish priest who worked for the 
apostolic renewal of the clergy, founding the Congregation of the Mission (Vincentians or Lazarists) for 
missionary work in rural areas and for the formation of clergy. Committed above all to the oppressed and 
disadvantaged, he founded the Daughters of Charity with Louise de Marillac to work with the needy. 
Remembered especially for his practical concern for the poor and the sick.
