%I The goal of our life of prayer is to increase our awareness that Jesus lives

W|th us always. Prayer is more than a dialogue with God; prayer is a lifting of our minds and
hearts to God so that God might dwell and act within us and through us. The pinnacle of our life of
prayer is our communion with Jesus in the Eucharist. Through this sacrament, we receive Jesus
himself, and he remains with us. Our life of prayer and our union with Jesus will lead us to fruitful
service to others.

Place a plant in your gathering space. Invite everyone to look at the plant, noting the connection
between the plant and its leaves. Talk about the integral connection between all the parts of a healthy
plant. Introduce today’s Gospel by saying that Jesus talked about his relationship to his disciples using
this metaphor. Read today’s Gospel, John 15:1-8. Talk about the ways in which we are invited to relate
to Jesus as his disciples today—prayer, Scripture, the Eucharist, and so on. When we do these things,
Jesus promises to remain with us and to lead us to serve others well. Pray together that we will
continue to be attentive and open to Jesus as he works in our lives today. Pray together the Acts
of Faith, Hope, and Love.

Feasts of the Week

2 May - St Athanasius, bishop, doctor. Memorial.

Born in 295. Buried on this day in 373 at Alexandria (Egypt). Attended the first ecumenical council of
Nicaea as a deacon. Later, as bishop of Alexandria, he upheld that council's doctrine in the face of great
opposition from Arians, including several emperors. Sent into exile a number of times. Venerated as the
"Father of Orthodoxy" for championing the true and equal divinity of the incarnate Son of God.

3 May - Sts Philip & James, apostles. Feast.

Philip, from Bethsaida in Galilee, became a disciple of Jesus and one of the twelve. Recorded in the
Fourth Gospel as recognising in Jesus the one foretold by Moses and the prophets (John 1:45) and as
introducing Gentiles to the Lord (John 12:20-22). According to Acts 8:5, he was the first to preach the gospel
to non-Jdews.

James, son of Alphaeus, was also one of the twelve called by Jesus (Mark 3:18ff). Known as James the
Less. Venerated traditionally as the author of the letter of James and as leader of the Church in Jerusalem,
where he died in the year 62. The joint feast of Philip and James has been celebrated in Rome since at least
the 6th century.
